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WEEK 35 • IVORY COAST
Pray for Pastor Konoté Palé who 
is planting a church in the village 
of Barrièra, Ivory Coast. Pray for 
the discipleship of the new be-
lievers and continued evangelism 
of the village.

WEEK 36 • PANAMA
Pray for the ministry work of 
approximately 26 churches/mis-
sion churches, which are all led 
by Panamanian leadership.

WEEK 37 • CENTRAL ASIA
Pray for the newly-reached Arabs 
whom Bible Mission Global has 
made contact with in Tajikistan. 
Not only have they seen conver-
sions, but they also now have  
a small prayer room in a “forgot-
ten” area.

WEEK 38 • IVORY COAST
Pray for those attending the 
Ivory Coast Leadership Training 
Program, which has three training 
levels: Basic, Bible Institute, and 
Bible College.

WEEK 39 • INDIA
Pray for believers in India as they 
face persecution for their faith. 
Because of strict anti-conversion 
laws, they can be taken to jail for 
worshipping and sharing their 
faith.

WEEK 40 • BRAZIL
Pray for the Alliance of Free Will 
Baptist churches in Brazil and 
also for the leadership of the 
churches.

WEEK 41 • IVORY COAST
Pray for new church plants in  
Ivory Coast in the north, north-
west, west, and southwest, as 
well as the new church plants 
in the neighboring country of 
Burkina Faso.  

WEEK 42 • SPAIN
Pray for Manu, field worker in 
southern Spain, who provides 
leadership at the Diez42 food 
distribution center that reaches 
immigrants and refugees.

WEEK 43 • PAKISTAN
Pray for the Free Will Baptist 
Church in Pakistan as they try to 
meet the local needs of the poor 
and refugees who are pouring 
into the country.

WEEK 44 • CUBA
Pray for each of the national, 
children, adolescent, and youth 
camps taking place in Cuba that 
are ministering to young people 
and training future ministry 
leaders.

WEEK 45 • CUBA
Pray for the training of leaders to 
resume at the Cedars of Leba-
non Seminary. COVID-related 
restrictions and scarcity of food 
have made it impossible for the 
seminary to continue functioning.

WEEK 46 • CENTRAL ASIA
Pray for the Pamir people group 
in Central Asia who are hearing 
the Gospel for the first time 
through a partnership between IM 
and Bible Mission Global.

WEEK 47 • CUBA
Pray for the two dozen Free Will 
Baptist church planters in Cuba 
who have been greatly affected 
by the economic crisis  
in the country.

WEEK 48 • PAKISTAN
Pray the Lord would give us wis-
dom as we respond to a request 
from Free Will Baptists in Pakistan 
to open a Bible Institute in order 
to train leaders.

WEEK 49 • BANGLADESH
Pray for a new group of Free Will 
Baptist churches in Bangladesh 
who are evangelizing and plant-
ing churches in high-risk areas.

WEEK 50 • IM, INC.
Pray for the believers and workers 
who are facing constant threats  
and persecution for their witness 
in Hindu and Muslim-majority 
areas.

WEEK 51 • PANAMA
Pray for Free Will Baptists in Pan-
ama whose goal is to plant new 
churches there.

WEEK 52 • IM , INC.
Pray that Free Will Baptist minis-
tries around the world will con-
tinue to grow as we look for new 
places to partner with believers to 
share the Gospel.



WEEK 18 • BRAZIL
Pray for Clóvis and Cristina 
Leandro, Free Will Baptist church 
planters in the state of Alagoas, 
Brazil. They work in a town with 
no other evangelical presence 
and minister to a very poor 
population.

WEEK 19 • PAKISTAN
Pray for the establishment of a 
training program for Christian 
workers in Free Will Baptist 
churches in Pakistan.

WEEK 20 • CUBA
Pray for the Cuban Free Will 
Baptist churches that are sending 
out church planters to the fifteen 
provinces of the 650-mile-long 
island. They have approximately  
156 churches/mission churches.

WEEK 21 • IM , INC.
Pray for Kenneth Eagleton,  
IM Director of Field Partnerships,  
as he works with IM partnerships 
around the world. Pray for his 
physical health and stamina as 
he visits many of our partnership 
countries each year.

WEEK 22 • PANAMA
Pray for the Panamanian families  
and children who receive food at 
the Chame feeding center, “Chil-
dren of the King”. Pray they would 
be receptive to the Word.

WEEK 23 • CENTRAL ASIA
Pray for our partners in Cen-
tral Asia as they participate in 
evangelism and church planting 
among unreached people groups. 
Pray for the Bible translation and 
distribution efforts, seminary 
training for pastors and ministry 
leaders, and for the construction 
of “Hope Centers” that minister to 
the needs of the local community.

WEEK 24 • IVORY COAST
Pray for churches in Ivory Coast 
that desperately need rooves. As 
believers build the church struc-
tures, the IM partnership provides 
the roof. 

WEEK 25 • BULGARIA
Pray for Trif and Vanya Trifonov, 
national IM missionaries, as they 
plant a church in Varna. Their 
efforts focus on engaging the 
atheistic population in their area 
while providing biblical answers 
to life’s most difficult questions.

WEEK 26 • PANAMA
Pray for the seminary in Panama 
as they seek accreditation from 
the Panamanian government. For 
many of the students, this will be 
their only degree. The recogni-
tion of accreditation helps them 
find employment.

WEEK 27 • BRAZIL
Pray for Pastor Marcelo as he 
works full-time this year at the 
Bible College in Brazil, which is 
made possible by the IM part-
nership.

WEEK 28 • IVORY COAST
Pray for the church-planting 
project in Ghana being led by 
Ivorian missionary Jonas Gnarkité 
Kambou, under the supervision 
of the missions committee in 
Ivory Coast. IM partners with our 
African brothers in this project.

WEEK 29 • INDIA
Pray for the two partner networks 
in India that are actively engaged 
in sending workers to unreached 
people groups for evangelism and 
planting churches.  

WEEK 30 • CUBA
Pray for pastor Yosvanys and 
his family from Cuba, as they 
revitalize a church in Montevideo, 
Uruguay. The church is already 
experiencing growth. Pray for 
their efforts as they reach out 
to the community and to help 
reduce the violence in the neigh-
borhood.

WEEK 31 • IVORY COAST
Pray for the medical center in 
Doropo, Ivory Coast, where many 
upgrades are needed for their 
installations, equipment, and 
personnel training.

WEEK 32 • IM , INC.
Pray for the IM office and home 
team, which provide vital support 
and resources for IM missionaries 
ministering around the world.

WEEK 33 • CUBA
Pray for the work in Cuba, where 
decades of persecution have af-
fected the ministry efforts there. 
Cuban believers are still respond-
ing to the Lord’s call to reach the 
regions by sending out their own 
cross-cultural missionaries.

WEEK 34 • RUSSIA
Pray for the Bible Institute in Rus-
sia where IM assists in providing 
pastors to teach special courses.

WEEK 1 • IM , INC.
Pray for churches around the 
world as they pray, prepare for, 
and participate in the World Mis-
sions Offering on August 28.

WEEK 2 • PANAMA
Pray for the ministry of the 
Panamanian Bible Institute and 
external training programs. Pray 
for the new areas they are tar-
geting for future church planting 
opportunities.

WEEK 3 • INDIA
Pray for India’s population of 1.3 
billion people with 2,500 people 
groups. Ninety percent of these 
people groups are considered 
unreached with the Gospel. Pray 
for the ministry efforts taking 
place in India to reach them.

WEEK 4 • CENTRAL ASIA
Free Will Baptists partner with  
Bible Mission Global which works 
in five Central Asian countries 
where less than 1% of the popu-
lation is evangelical. Pray for the 
people where Islam influence is 
rising in these countries since the 
demise of the Soviet Union in the 
early 1990s.

WEEK 5 • IM , INC.
Pray for missionaries with deficit 
accounts that God will supply the 
needed funds to keep them on 
the field in ministry. 

WEEK 6 • IVORY COAST
Pray for the Free Will Baptist 
hospital in Doropo, Ivory Coast, 
and for the Cuban physician, Dr. 
Katiuska. Pray for her and her 
husband, who is a pastor working 
as a missionary there.

WEEK 7 • SPAIN
Pray for Manu and Noemí, field 
workers in southern Spain, who 
serve in a refugee center where 
hundreds of needy families 
receive help each week. Pray 
that the help, hope, and healing 
offered will be received with open 
hearts.

Pray for the churches in Panama 
that need pastoral positions filled.

WEEK 9 • BRAZIL
Pray for the Escola Teológica 
Batista Livre (Free Will Baptist 
Theological School) in Brazil as 
they continue training leaders for 
local churches.

Pray for newly-ordained Pana-
manian pastor Helilín Hernandez. 
Pray for the new church plant in 
Las Palmitas, a community close 
to Las Tablas.

Pray for newly-appointed IM mis-
sionaries as they raise the needed 
funds and prayer support to get 
to the fields where God has called 
them to minister.

Pray for the population in Cuba  
who are facing acute economic 
and medical crisis because of the  
COVID-19 pandemic.

In one area, they have seen an 
increase from 8 to 50 churches 
over the past 30 years.

Our 
partners also oversee a Christian 
school and train workers to be 
evangelists and church planters.
